All functionalities of the Presence Privacy Suite were built based on 
MSPL (Microsoft Programming Language) scripts, that have been 
developed based on the Standard APIs of the Microsoft Unified 
Communications platform. AwayStatus Utility has additionally an 
executable that needs to be deployed on each client desktop. 
Furthermore the Enhanced Presence Privacy Suite provides 
Executables so that the OCS administrator can enable/disable 
individual OCS users from the functionalities of the Presence Privacy 
Suite. It also provides an MSPL script for the NonContact Presence 
Utility.

ÁPresenceOffline Utilitypublishes presence state “Offline” for all 
users except when the user has signed in by using “Sign-In As” 
feature in the Windows task bar. 

ÁTagFilter Utility sends a negative SIP response back to Office 
Communicator on each tagging request. This way state change alert 
information is suppressed. 

ÁAwayStatus Utilityrewires access levels that are used for 
controlling what presence information is shared by OCS.
